Friday June 12 is a Pupil Free Day for all
Victorian Government schools. Teachers will be
working on student Mid-Year Reports. Monday
June 8 is a public holiday. No children are to
attend school on either of these days.

Swine Flu Update:

As at 11.00am, 25 May 2009 there were eight
confirmed cases of HIN1 Influenza (Human
Swine Flu) in Victorian school-aged children.
Parents of all children at the schools where the
cases have been confirmed have been provided
with appropriate information.

Quarantine actions currently being undertaken
are precautionary measures. DHS, in
consultation with DEECD, will continue to monitor
the situation and will provide further advice as
additional information becomes available.

The current cases of HIN1 Influenza (Human
Swine Flu) are exhibiting mild symptoms of
illness, similar to a range of other flu viruses that
are common during winter. While it is important
to be vigilant of HIN1 Influenza (Human Swine
Flu) there is no need for undue alarm.

General hygiene in schools General basic
hygiene is a key strategy in preventing the spread
of HIN1 Influenza (Human Swine Flu). Parents
can play a key role in reinforcing this behaviour in
students.

The Chaplain’s Corner 28/05/09
“Wal king t he droauwtnhey

M. Scott Peck wrote a book entitled “ T h e
Less T r a v Ednfloetidg” .and solving
problems is a painful process which most of us
attempt to avoid. However, “avoidance of
necessary suffering” results in greater pain, and
inability to grow. Drawing heavily on his own
professional experience, Dr M. Scott Peck, a
psychiatrist, suggests ways in which facing our
difficulties - and suffering through the changes -
can enable us to reach a higher level of self-
understanding, and a deeper level of loving
relationships.

| was talking with someone recently who said that
“we find the strength we need, to go through the
tough times, when we know we are on the right
path. It will probably get worse before it gets
better, but we stay on track, because what we are
working on is worth it.” This might be a
relationship, or other areas such as money
struggles, anxiety or health.

Last year | struggled greatly with claustrophobia.
Whenever | was underground or in a confined
space, | would get panicky.

| went to see some people at my church, and we
talked through and prayed about my fear. As we
worked through this issue, a childhood
experience came to me. | had no idea that it had
affected me so much. As | went home | was very
relieved to know that this fear was faced and
dealt with. | felt extra relief when | next drove
through the Eastlink tunnel, and the following
month when | went into underground caves, and
the fear was gone.

| had to acknowledge my fear, and then
experience tears before | could find peace again.
It can be really difficult to deal with deep issues,
but I am so thankful for the understanding and
growth that came as | shared my problem with
others who | trusted. We all carry memories with
us, many of which are happy ones, but many
have deep hurts hidden away.

It is hard to face our fears. We want to be happy
all the time. Life however is not that easy. We
have many experiences that wound us and make
us feel vulnerable. Others can try to help, but in
the end it is up to us to find a place/person where
these matters can be safely brought into the open
— with a counsellor or a close friend, or a
chaplain.

Take care of yourself, as you walk your journey of
life, with perseverance and determination to grow
into a better future.
