From the Principal

Parent Opinion Survey

Great Ryrie PS is currently undertaking a Self-
Evaluation of the last four years of progress under
our Strategic Plan which was put into place for
2006-2009. This evaluation will be examined by
an ‘external verifier and a report will be prepared
for the department with a view to developing our
school goals for the next four year period.

Next Monday after assembly, parents will be
invited to a presentation of the school Annual
Report and to comment on the results of the
Parent Opinion survey from 2008. Discussion
from this presentation will form part of our schools
Self Evaluation.

An Annual Report meeting will be held at 7:30pm
until 8pm on Tuesday May 12 as the first item on
the agenda for School Council. School Council
will also be reviewing the Parent Opinion survey
results from last year. Parents are invited to
attend the Annual Report meeting and to observe
the School Council meeting following if they wish.

NAPLAN

In the next few weeks, students in Years 3 and 5
will be sitting the National Assessment Program —
Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) which is
conducted each May, in order to enable the
government to assess the literacy and numeracy
learning of students in all Australian schools at
Years 3,5, 7 and 9.

The NAPLAN will assess literacy and numeracy
skills in much the same way as the Achievement
Improvement Monitor (AIM) tests did.

The results will be used to provide evidence of
student achievement to:

o support schools and teachers in planning
for whole school and individual student learning
programs, and

o provide information about national
comparisons of student achievement levels in
literacy and numeracy, to inform policy-making
and resourcing for schools, at both the national
and state/territory levels.

Building the Education Revolution

Although nothing is final, our school is putting
forward an application for $2.5 million in federal
funding to enable the construction of a new indoor
basketball court and performance space in the
school grounds, at the same time installing
electronic, interactive whiteboards across the
school and improving the playing surface of the
netball and tennis courts.

Additional to this, we are hoping to redevelop the
outdoor learning space and covered area behind
the annex and construct an all weather shade
facility over the outdoor stage in the school
guadrangle.

We are hopeful that all of these projects can be
completed within the funding guidelines.
