From the Principal 

Whooping Cough 

Due to the recent resurgence of Whooping Cough 
in the Australian community, parents of children 
who have not been immunized are advised that 
they are required to keep their children at home, if 
we have an incidence of Whooping Cough at the 
school.  At this stage no incidence of Whooping 
Cough has been reported to the school. Parents 
will be notified if such a case is reported.   

In the meantime, all parents are asked to ensure 
the school is updated with the current 
immunization status of their children and to inform 
the school of any suspected case of Whooping 
Cough occurring in their family. 

Development of the Old College Site!: 

I am pleased to advise that last Monday I had a 
briefing with a representative from Vic Urban.  
Plans are underway for the development of the 
„old college site‟, adjoining the school.  It is 
intended that an „open evening‟ with concept 
drawings will be held in the school library in July, 
to enable community discussion and feedback.  It 
is anticipated that construction will then be able to 
commence on the site within a year or two. 

Current planning is around medium-density 
housing on the site, with provision for pedestrian 
traffic through to Heathmont Road and Kitson 
Street.

The Chaplain‟s Corner 18/06/09 

“10 Tips to Living Well” 
I have attended 5 funerals this year, 4 related to 
school families & 1 a friend who died in the 
bushfires. Times like these tend to make us think 
about our own death. We don‟t know how long life 
will be. A difficult part of death can be having 
regrets about the life that was lived. As we listen 
to tributes about the one who died, we might ask 
ourselves “what will my epitaph be?” What would 
you like your epitaph to be? How would you like 
to be remembered? What legacy would you like 
to leave behind for those who follow you? 
 
What sort of life principles can help us to leave a 
good legacy from our life? Perhaps you can 
identify with some of these: 
1. Make the most of your life – you only 
get one chance 
Mal Oram [Step-Dad of Matthew, Rebecca & 
Renee Egan ] lived his life to the full. He had 
many health challenges, but he gave his all. What 
a legacy he left for his family and friends. 
2. Build up others, not knock them down 
It takes courage to make others feel better about 
themselves, but amazingly, we actually feel better 
about ourselves too. 
3. Let go of things that you can‟t control 
The Serenity Prayer - “God grant me the serenity 
to accept the things I cannot change; courage to 
change the things I can; and wisdom to know the 
difference.” This is a very helpful concept, 
whether or not you believe in God. 
4. Tell others you love and appreciate 
them for who they are now, or you might lose 
the chance 
People say lots of wonderful things at a funeral. 
How fantastic it would be if we told people how 
much they mean to us, while they are still alive! 
5. Celebrate your achievements, big or 
small 
“Success consists of getting up just one more 
time than you fall.” Treat yourself, celebrate each 
upward step to your goal. 
 
 

6. Don‟t carry unresolved hurts 
These can become a huge burden we carry 
through life. As a girl shared with me recently, she 
felt the importance of „letting go‟ of things that 
caused her pain. It will be a gradual process, but 
it will bring healing. 
7. Leave a positive legacy by the way 
you live life 
When you were born, you cried and the world 
rejoiced. Live your life in such a manner that 
when you die, the world cries and you rejoice.” 
[Traditional Indian saying] 
8. Count your blessings 
There will always be people better off than you, 
and people worse off. Choose the attitude of 
gratitude. 
9. Accept who you are, and aim to be the 
best that you can be 
“Your goal is to find out who you are.” You don‟t 
have to be like anyone else. Just be the best you! 
10. Be open to a bigger picture of life than 
you can see 
Having faith in a higher power, a sense of 
meaning in life – this can bring us hope, that even 
in the trials and struggles, life will be alright in the 
end.  
Neil Diamond [singer/songwriter] wrote, “Life is a 
single short sentence – but I want my life to read 
like a beautiful sentence, one that nobody wants 
to end. A long time before this, Cicero [106-43 
BC] who was a Roman orator said, “The most 
fruitful of all the arts is the art of living well.” May 
you find all you need to live well, and to leave a 
good legacy.
