Mid Year Reports went out with your child on the
last day of term. Parents are reminded that they
can request an interview with their child’s teacher
at any mutually convenient time, throughout the
year.

Reminder: Whooping Cough

Due to the resurgence of Whooping Cough in the
Australian community, all parents are asked to
ensure the school is updated with the current
immunization status of their children and to inform
the school of any suspected case of Whooping
Cough occurring in their family.

H1iN1 Influenza Update

Victoria has moved to the ‘Protect’ phase of the
national pandemic plan. This illness is classified
as ‘moderate’, with the majority of cases being
mild. However five per cent of cases are severe,
which means that those affected may require
hospitalisation and intensive care.

The best defence against all influenza viruses —
including HIN1 - is good general hygiene.
Students and staff with flu-like symptoms should
stay at home and limit close contact with others,
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especially children, and seek medical advice,
where necessary.

On advice from a doctor, quarantine will be
limited to confirmed cases of the virus. These
people and their contacts will not be given
antiviral therapy unless it is clinically indicated.

Students arriving in Australia from countries of
high prevalence are no longer required to be kept
away from school for seven days following their
arrival in Australia.

Children unwell at school

During the winter season many children will have
coughs and colds that are mild and are not the
flu. These children do not need to be sent home.

We will contact the parent of a student who is
unwell with flu-like symptoms (e.g. fever) and
make arrangements for the child to be collected
from school. Children becoming ill at school with
flu-like symptoms will be removed from their class
and cared for separately until they are collected
by their parents.

Parents are advised to seek medical advice if
their child is unwell with flu-like symptoms,
particularly if the child has special health needs.
The Victorian Government Department of Human
Services is continually providing the community
with information via their website
http://humanswineflu.health.vic.gov.

Last term | wrote about help for kids. This week
it's the parents turn. Sometimes | think we would

Education Maintenance Allowance

Instalment Two

The second instalment of the Education
Maintenance Allowance (EMA) payment is due
from mid August onwards for those
parents/guardians who have chosen the EFT
payment option on their application form at the
start of the year.

Parents and guardians who lodged an EMA
application at the beginning of the year do not
need to lodge another EMA application to
receive the second instalment EMA payment.
Any parent/guardian wishing to change from a
cheque payment to an EFT payment will need
to submit a new application form to the school
for processing. Applications close on 7 August
2009.

Parents/guardians who have chosen the
cheque payment option will receive their
payment from late August / early September.
