Some Exciting Happenings in Level 4 in

Term 3, 2009:
In Third Term, we will be working alongside
the Migrant Information Centre in delivering
two innovative programs which will both
enhance our understandings of
‘multiculturalism’ and support our Refugee
students.

Artist In Residence: All Level 4 students will be
involved in a 6 week ‘Artist In Residence’ program
where a professional artist, Victoria
Schnaedelbach, will be working alongside Mrs B
and the students on a special ‘Art Journey’. The
students will explore and create artworks on the
theme of “A Life Journey”, investigating where
they have come from, where they are now and
where to from here. These sessions will take
place in the Art Room.

Leadership and  Multicultural Programs
(LAMP):  The Migrant Information Centre will
provide 3 information sessions on cultural topics
to all Level 4 students to enhance their
understanding of diverse cultures. Interested Year
5 students will then be invited to apply for a
position in a ‘Leadership Training Program’. A
maximum of 12 students will be selected to
receive 2 half days of training. These students will
then work alongside representatives from the
Migrant Information Centre to plan and run
activities to promote cross-cultural understanding
in our school.

Canstruction:

Students interested in Maths, Science,
Technology, Engineering and helping the
community will be invited to apply for a place
on our first-ever Great Ryrie PS
“CANSTRUCTION TEAM’. This team of 5-10
students will be involved in the planning,
designing and building of a ‘canstruction’
using only cans of food! This team will work
alongside engineering students from Monash
University and will have only 4 weeks to put
their design into place before the special
‘Build Up’ day to be held at Monash University
at the end of August. Students selected to be
in our ‘Canstruction’ team will be expected to
be available for ‘after school’ sessions to
work on their design.

This year we are using a new ticketing system. A
letter will be going out with the first newsletter of
next term, outlining the process. The seating plan
will be available via a link on the Great Ryrie
Primary School website from Thursday 16 July at
4.00pm. This gives you the opportunity to pick
your seats and pay for them with a credit card
and then print your tickets. If you don’t have
access to the internet maybe a friend can assist.
If this is not possible, tickets can be processed via
the office, as a last resort, for the same booking
fee. Prices are $16.50 for Adults, $13.50 for
Senior's and Health Care card holders. and $11
for children up to 15 years. All children over 12
months must have their own seat. Each
transaction will have a booking fee of 50c only, no
matter how many tickets are bought at one time.
