Be On Time!

Parents are reminded that the school day starts at
8:55 am at Great Ryrie. We do seem to have a
lot of children who wander in as late as 9:20am
and some even as late as 10 or 11am.

Level Reports by Our School Captains:

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How do you respond to higher authority, a higher
power? | know that my son gets annoyed if he gets
fined for speeding. He doesn’t appreciate that the
higher authority has a bigger picture than his bank
balance in view.
