The Chaplain’s Corner 13/08/09

“Prison Break”

| haven't really got into this show, but my grown
up kids have. My oldest son has given me a book
called “Prison Break - Finding Personal
Freedom”, by Mark Conner. | have only just
started it at the time of typing this, but there are
some helpful thoughts early on in the book, which
| would like to share with you. | don’t know about
you, but | know there have been times when I'm
locked into behaviour or, a situation, & it's pulling
me down, & | need help to get free from its hold.
Here are the 5 movements to freedom that Mark
makes.

1] Denial to Confession: If we deny that we are
even in a prison, we will never be free. Alcoholics
Anonymous has been helping people find
freedom from addiction for decades, & the first of
their 12 steps is to admit to being an alcoholic.

2] Excuses to Responsibility: Sometimes
instead of taking responsibility, we blame others
for putting us in the prison. People in a prison of
bitterness find it easy to talk about people who
have hurt them. However, we are always
responsible for how we will respond to what
others have done.

3] Independence to Community: There is
something powerful that happens when others
join with us to help us break through to freedom .
Maybe you are in a prison of depression that has
been lingering for a long time. One part of your
journey to freedom may involve going to a trusted
counselor and asking for help.

4] Complacency to Desperation: Sometimes we
are comfortable in our prison. It becomes our
security. It can define who we are. We need to
move from comfort to a place of desperation,
where we really want to change ... whatever it
takes.

5] Lethargy to Vigilance: We need to be
watchful, so we don’t fall back into captivity. Every
decision we make is important, moving us on or
holding us back.

Making the first move is very important. Admitting
we need help is a big step in the right direction.
So, if any of this is connecting with your
experience, do yourself a favour and make that
first step with a trusted person. This could be the
first day of the rest of your new life.
